All exhibits must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor.

Entry fees must be paid at the time of entry.

Entries close with the secretary as stated in the program.

The Judges decision will be final, except where the regulations have been evaded.
The Judges shall mark the number of which they have awarded the prize on the
card provided by the secretary and the steward shall enter the name of the owner
against such prize.

Protest should be lodged in writing and handed to the secretary within half an hour
of the event in which the protest was made. A deposit of $10 must accompany the
protest and the deposit may be forfeited should the protest be deemed frivolous.
The decision of the committee shall be final.

In the event of a dispute as to the age of any child, a birth certificate must be
produced.

All horses must have height certificates where necessary.

Child’s ponies to be ridden in a plain snaffle bit.

Stallions will only be eligible in classes set apart for them and the jumping classes.
All competitors compete at their own risk.

All competitors must be ready as each class is called.

All riders must wear approved helmets and riding boots.

The committee will not accept any responsibility for any exhibit either for
competition or exhibition.
